Thefts In 2018

These are simple thefts such as; shoplifting, taking a bicycle, stealing a lawnmower, taking a cell phone left in
a shopping cart, etc. It does not include items taken from motor vehicles (that’s a MV Burglary), items taken
from a shed or closed business (that’s a Burglary of a Building) or items taken from a house where the
person entered illegally (that’s a Burglary of a Habitation). Here is a breakdown:

Calls for Service - Assignment Breakdown

We worked shorthanded for much of last year. With a total
authorized strength of 8 officers, we handled a lot of 2018 with
only 5. Capt. Reyes was able to work a lot of overtime, so he
handled a lot of our calls. Here are the top 4:

We had a total of 2,553 service
calls last year. Interestingly
those calls are spread out
fairly evenly.
