 New City Budget Includes Additional 

Funds for the Police Dept 

Oct. 1st is the start of the city’s new fiscal year so that 

means a “new budget”.  Other than the normal routine 

expenses, the police department received some 

additional funding.  The purchase of 2 new Chevrolet 

Tahoe SUVs, fully equipped, was approved as well as 

adding a 9th full-time officer position.  All full-time city 

staff received a 3% cost of living raise as well.  So, what 

does a fully equipped police vehicle cost? Here is the 

breakdown: 

2022 Chevy Tahoe $37,000 

Radio, Camera System, Radar & Computer $20,000 

Emergency Lights, Prisoner Cage, Brush Guard, 

Console, Rear Vault, Door Guards, Window Guards, 

Siren, Speaker, Various Mounts, and misc. items and top
